General Assembly Meeting Minutes

September 3, 2009
I.         Call to Order
The General Assembly Meeting was called to order at 6:25pm by Ms. Lori Boyett, HOTRAC Chairperson.

II.         Determination of a Quorum
A quorum of membership was determined to be present. A list of those in attendance may be obtained from HOTRAC Administrative Staff.

III.         Consideration of and/or action on the following:
A. May 27, 2008 Meeting Minutes – Mr. Robert Saunders motioned to accept the May 27, 2009 minutes as presented. Mr. Marty Penney seconded the motion; motion carried.
At this point in the meeting, Ms. Boyett announced that Christine Reeves had effectively been placed on administrative leave with pay. 
B. Approval of Committee(s) Recommendation(s) – Ms. Boyett reported that there were no committee recommendations up for approval. 
C. Financial Reports – Due to the absence of the Executive Director, financials were unavailable for review.

IV.         State Meetings Update
Ms. Bohannon reported that the Stroke Rule has passed and that applications for Primary State Certification would be available on October 1, 2009. TETAF is in development of a survey system for Support Centers. However, there is no language to recognize those facilities that are in pursuit of State certification. She also reported that the Cardiac Care Committee had met for the second time. The committee reviewed the results of a State survey regarding pre-hospital 12-lead capability. Ms. Misercola announced that the American Heart Association has posted an online 12-lead training course to its website. Ms. Boyett reported that the State Trauma Registry is in the data collection phase. A formal report on the status is expected in October, but the final report isn’t expected until 2011. TETAF is also working on a Registry solution in parallel with the State.  She also announced that there is a new formula for the 3588 Trauma funds and that $75million will be distributed from the fund by the deadline. Ms. Sherry Baker announced that the EMSC grant is now available and that a new seat belt law has gone in to effect. Additionally, the Pediatric Committee is looking at new recommendations for pediatric equipment for EMS providers. Ms. Boyett also added that the American College of Surgeons is doing a survey of the State of Texas to evaluate Level 1 and 2 Trauma Centers. V.         Emergency Healthcare System Issues – No issues were reported.

RAC Committee and Administrative Reports 
A. Education/Injury Prevention Committee – Ms. Gilliam reported Booster Seat Law had gone into effect. It was reported there that there are several education opportunities coming up in the Region. Applications for the 2010 LPG EMT-I to EMT-P course are being accepted until October 31st. These and several others are posted on the HOTRAC website. 
B. Pre-Hospital Committee – Mr. Eldon Taylor, Committee Chair, reported that there were several legislative issues discussed at the GETAC meeting. The most important of which related to the requirement of criminal background checks prior to enrollment in a EMT course. He also reported that there will be an advanced air-way summit at the upcoming EMS Conference. Additionally, the State EMS MOU has been completed and is available for review. The committee discussed the development of a CPAP program within the RAC. Currently, HOTRAC is awaiting the results of a grant through AFG to purchase 12-leads for the EMS providers in the Region. The EMS providers were encouraged to take advantage of the 12-lead training opportunities that are available so that in the event that the grant is awarded the providers will be trained on the use of the equipment. The Regional STEMI Alert Forms had been distributed to the EMS Providers to put on their trucks. Mr. Taylor also announced that the Pre-hospital Committee will be electing a new chair and vice-chair at their next meeting. He respectfully declined any nomination of him for either position.

Air Medical Sub-Committee Established – Ms. Brittney Misercola, Sub-committee Chair, reported that the sub-committee has revised the Air Medical PI form. Their next meeting is on October 6, following the Hill County ESD #2 Air Medical meeting.
C. Hospital Care & Management Committee – Ms. Lori Boyett, Committee Chair, reported that the committee had reviewed the RAC Welcome and Orientation Packet to be used for new members and those agencies temporarily operating in the Region. The committee also discussed possibly meeting on a monthly basis to discuss H1N1 if needed. The committee is also looking in to doing some education on the HOTRAC procedures and guidelines for the agency nursing providers in the Region. 
D. Emergency Preparedness & Response Committee – Mr. Marty Penney, Committee Chair, reported that the committee is in the process of determining which projects and equipment will be funded with the new HPP funds. Some of the projects that have been discussed include the completion of the video conferencing project, upgrading the PPE in the Region, and the purchase of mass fatality supplies. The committee also addressing the issue of the special needs population during a disaster. Region 7 has also reported that H1N1 vaccine is expected to be available in mid-October.  
E. Physicians’ Advisory Committee – Ms. Boyett announced that this meeting has been cancelled.
F. Stroke Committee – Ms. Eileen Bohannon, Committee Chair, reported that the committee has clarified that TIAs are to be included in the Stroke PI. Ms. Bohannon also reported there was an upcoming Stroke Symposium to be held at Providence on the September 14th for those facilities seeking Support Recognition/Designation from either HOTRAC or the State. .Ms. Bohannon announced that three rural facilities are now RAC Recognized Support Stroke Centers.
G. Pediatric Committee – Ms. Sherry Baker, Pediatric Committee Chair, reported that the committee had put together a packet with information on safe sleep for infants that will be delivered to childcare providers in the Region. The committee is also planning to participate in the Hooray for Health Fair to be held at Indian Springs Park on October 3, 2009. 
H. Cardiac Committee – Ms Bohannon reported that the committee discussed the STEMI Alert Form reporting process. Currently, the forms are not being completed regularly and the committee is looking into ways to increase accurate reporting.
