Minutes
I. Welcome & Introductions - The Air Medical Sub-Committee met on October 6th, following the Hill County ESD #2 Meeting. The meeting was called to order at 2:15pm by Sub-Committee Chair Brittney Misercola. Introductions were done. The July 6, 2009 meeting minutes were reviewed and one typographical correction was made.  Mr. Steve Clinkscales motioned to approve the minutes as corrected. Mr. Greg Helton seconded the motion; motion carried. 

II. HOTRAC Regional PI – Ms. Misercola asked if there had been any issues with the new PI form and if any of the providers were completing the helipad log. All of the providers present reported that there had not been any issues and the helipad log had not been needed. Ms. Misercola stated that communication issues between Stat 1 and Providence and Hillcrest had been addressed with the facilities. The sub-committee began reviewing the current Air Medical PI form. Because so few helipad issues are being reported, the group requested that the log be added the current PI form and will only be completed for any issues. Ms. Lori Boyett brought up the issue of missed intubations by pre-hospital providers. This issue had been discussed at the previous quarter’s Physicians Advisory Committee, but no action had been taken due to insufficient data. After some discussion the group requested that a filter be added to track the number of intubations attempted by the ground crew. Adding this filter will provide more data about the issue. 
III. Air Medical Log – The Air Medical Log was discussed under the Regional PI agenda item. The sub-committee determined that a space to report helipad issues will be added to the Regional PI form. The separate helipad log will no longer be used.
IV. Additional Announcements, Comments of Suggestions – Mr. Clinkscales announced that Air Evac Lifeteam is close to having real time location information tied in to EMSystem. The group had some discussion on the importance of EMSystem and the use of the system by all providers. It was determined that the providers of this Region would recommend the use of the program at the upcoming GETAC meeting. 
V. Next Meeting – The next meeting will be face-to-face on December 8th at 2:30pm. 
VI. Adjourn – With no further discussion, the meeting adjourned at 3:15pm.
