Minutes
I. Welcome & Introductions - The Air Medical Sub-Committee met on May 20, 2009. The meeting was called to order at 11:05am by Sub-Committee Chair Brittney Misercola. Introductions were done. The April 6, 2009 meeting minutes were unanimously approved by the present sub-committee members as presented. A copy of the sign-in sheet may be obtained from HOTRAC administrative staff. 

II. HOTRAC Regional PI – The sub-committee reviewed the new PI form. Several changes were made. The new Air Medical PI form, with these revisions, will be sent via e-mail to the group for approval. If the form is approved by the sub-committee it will be going to the Physicians’ Advisory Committee on May 26th for review and approval. Pending any suggestions or changes, use of the form will begin in June. Ms. Brittney Misercola will be attending the Physicians’ Advisory Committee meeting to help answer any questions about the PI form. Ms. Misercola also clarified to the group that this form will be completed for all patients that are flown from the scene; it will not be limited to trauma.
III. Air Medical Log – The log that was developed by Mr. Steve Clinkscales was provided to the group. The purpose of this log is to track all flights in and out of a facility and whether or not there were issues with communication and/or availability of the helipad. The log was reviewed and changes were made to clarify what information was to be collected. The corrected log will be sent to the sub-committee via email for approval. If the corrected form is approved it will be sent to the Physicians’ Advisory Committee for review and approval. This log will be completed and submitted as page two of the PI form, which will make the information protected and confidential.  
IV. Additional Announcements, Comments of Suggestions – The group was informed that Lake Whitney Medical Center EMS’s  contract with Hill County ESD #2 will end at the end of May. Other ground providers are expected to provide mutual aid, but there is a potential for an increase in air medical calls due to this change.

V. Next Meeting – After some discussion the sub-committee decided to hold a conference call on July 6th at 1:00pm and have a face-to-face meeting on August 27th at 1:00pm
