Ambulance Strike Team
Budget – needs to be RAC priority (including EMTF Coordinator)
ASTL Course – need to hold one (1) in each EMTF region
TEEX listing of ASTL participants should be made available
Need to develop regional MAA template of each region to use
Need to include private EMS agencies
All activations should be for deployment outside of the region (internal response is mutual aid) and activated by the DSHS MACC
Create ALS & BLS Strike Teams instead of Task Force mixture
Need to go through staging in every response
Mass notification for dispatch of teams is dependent on each region – these should be submitted to SCO for compilation
Need to provide DSHS with 8 central call center numbers
Mission tasking is preferred, but not required in MA scenarios
Launch time of 10 minutes (which means dispatched)
Larger services have some ability to dedicate trucks – mutual aid vs. state deployment
Look at inter-state MAA for border agencies
Strike teams should be NIMS typed – regions may be able to roster different teams at different times and strike teams may be mission specific
EMTF will not create new capacity within the region
Call out process will initially include:
1. Full strike team with supervisor
2. Need standard call out method
3. Message to include: location, scenario, deployment needs, timeframe, staging location and comms plan
EMTF Strike Team is contract to respond not option to go
Need No-Notice standard operations guide
Develop on-call method
Activation for State deployment of 4-hours like TTF1 with mutual aid response on 10-minutes
Identify the responsible agency not the number of trucks
Home agency liability including: clinical, worker’s compensation, accident death, etc
1. Need to define policy level minimums
2. Temporary state employees??
Medical Direction – home agency then MOC (what about support agency)
Credentials – define training minimums and pre-registration methods
Reference State MAA vs. local response
Uniform – home agency
Communications – VHF radio for truck and portable for staff (want both)
MSN transport considerations
Infection control considerations
Small cache to support public health response and mass prophylaxis
Re-supply process
Need to develop ASM style checklist
