I.
Welcome & Introductions
The Cardiac Committee met on December 8, 2009. The meeting was called to order by Ms. Vrba, Cardiac Committee Co-Chair, at 9:10am. Introductions were done.

II.
Review & Approval of September 1, 2009 minutes
The September 1, 2009 minutes were reviewed by the group and Ms. McFarland motioned to accept the minutes as presented. Ms. Fraley seconded the motion; motion carried.
III.
Updates from State Meetings

Ms. Alvey gave an update from the State Cardiac Committee meeting and GETAC. A handout of these updates was also provided. The director of Mission: Lifeline made a presentation that included an overview of some of the Cardiac programs at RACs around the State. A flash drive with the slides and statistics presented as well as some of the documents and forms used in other Regions will be made available to all RAC chairs. HOTRAC staff agreed to provide these resources at the next committee meeting. 
IV.
Board of Directors Nominations

Ms. Alvey announced that elections for the Board of Directors positions will be held at the General Assembly meeting on Thursday. She reminded everyone that the revised Bylaws will be up for approval as well, and if they are approved then the make-up of the Board will change. 
V.
Action and/or Discussion of the following items:

A.    Regional STEMI PI Reporting – Ms. Alvey apologized that a summary of the STEMI data was still unavailable. She expressed concern that HOTRAC was still not receiving all of the forms from the rural facilities. She also brought up the issue of facilities outside of TSA M who transfer patients in to the Region. After some discussion the group requested that Hamilton Regional Hospital and Lake Whitney Medical Center both be contacted and informed of the Regional STEMI form and Plan. HOTRAC staff agreed and will provide a report at the next meeting. A summary of the third and fourth quarter data will also be provided. 
B.
Regional 12-lead Capabilities – As requested at the previous meeting, a report of the 12-lead capabilities of the EMS providers was given to the committee. Currently, only ETMC-EMS and North Bosque EMS have transmit capabilities. Five of the thirteen providers do not have 12-lead capability. A grant has been submitted to purchase 12-leads for all of the 911 EMS providers. The status of that grant is still pending. After some discussion the committee requested that the 12-lead report either from the EMS provider or the facility be faxed from the rural facilities prior to the patient being transferred. 
IV.
General Updates from Committee Member
The group had a general consensus that awareness of the STEMI alert form was up. There was reminder that STEMI alert forms are due on February 17, 2010.
