The Cardiac Committee met on January 12, 2008. The meeting was called to order by Ms. Vrba, Cardiac Committee Co-Chair, at 1:05pm. Introductions were done.

Review & Approval of October 20, 2008 minutes
The December 15, 2008 minutes were reviewed by the group and Ms. Bohannon motioned to accept the minutes as presented. Ms. Baumgartner seconded the motion; motion carried.

Action and/or Discussion of the following items:

A.    Update on Regional STEMI Form pilot 
Ms. Bohannon reported that Providence has been using the forms and specifically remembered receiving one from Limestone Medical Center. She has not been able to review the completed forms. Mr. Heussner reported that he has not seen any in the cath lab at Hillcrest yet. Ms. Honea reported that Goodall-Witcher has also been using the forms. Mr. Taylor stated that crews from ETMC-EMS have been completing them at Providence; however, they are not doing so consistently. He felt this was due to the nursing staff not offering the forms each time. The group began a lengthy discussion regarding whether the EMS providers should begin carrying these forms on their trucks. The committee had originally decided that the forms would be kept in the ED at each of the facilities to be completed by EMS upon arrival. However, there was some concern that because time was such an issue that the hospital staff would not be able to begin their documentation if EMS was completing the form upon arrival. The EMS committee members stated that they would be unable to complete the form prior to arrival due to patient treatment. The committee finally agreed that the forms would be kept by the phone in the ED so that the information could be filled in by the nursing staff when EMS called with a patient report. 
B.
Regional STEMI System Plan

The group continued reviewing the plan. Copies of the plan were provided to each of the committee members present. Several changes were made. Criteria for helicopter activation were defined, and the definition of STEMI patient was added. Several other changes were made. Copies of the pages that were revised will be provided to the committee at the next meeting.
C.
Review of Cardiologist Call Schedule

Ms. Reeves reported that she had received the call schedule, however, the format was very difficult to read. She suggested that the committee allow her to re-format it prior to posting it to EMSystems. The committee agreed and requested that she also provide a copy to the facilities once she re-formatted it.
D.
EMSystems Workgroup

Ms. Reeves stated that the workgroup had held their first meeting and would be adding a STEMI category to the Regional dashboard page on EMSystems.
General Updates from Committee Member
Ms. Reeves announced that there has been an issue with people forgetting to sign-in when attending meetings. She reminded the committee that if a person does not sign-in they will not receive credit for attendance.
