I.
Welcome & Introductions
The Cardiac Committee met on March 9, 2009. The meeting was called to order by Ms. Vrba, Cardiac Committee Co-Chair, at 1:00pm. Introductions were done.

II.
Review & Approval of February 9, 2009 minutes
The February 9, 2009 minutes were reviewed by the group and Ms. Bohannon motioned to accept the minutes with the correction of removing references to Ms. Vrba, as she was not in attendance at the February meeting. Ms. Baumgartner seconded the motion; motion carried.

III.
Action and/or Discussion of the following items:

A.    Regional STEMI System Plan - The group reviewed the plan to ensure that all of the changes discussed at the last meeting had been made. With no other changes or corrections brought by the committee, Ms. Gann motioned to recommend the plan for review by the Board of Directors. Ms. Windham seconded the motion; motion carried. The plan will be reviewed by the Board of Directors at their next meeting on April 16th. 
B.
Regional STEMI Form – Several of the rural facilities reported using the form on a few occasions. However, neither of the interventional facilities brought completed forms to review. Ms. Carranza did mention a case in which the transfer time exceeded the 90 minute window per the Regional STEMI Form, but the transferring/transport agency did not complete their section of the form. In further review of the case it was discovered that the patient coded while being loaded for transfer and was not actually transferred at the time marked on the form. However, the transferring agency did not complete their section of the form and the correct transfer time was not noted. HOTRAC staff requested that the form for this case be brought for review at the next meeting. Mr. Heussner agreed to bring the form. The group then began a discussion regarding the time differences between the EMS providers and each of the facilities. Because of the strict 90 minute window a few minutes can cause a case to fall out. The committee asked that this issue be put on the agenda for discussion at the next meeting.

C.
Regional STEMI PI – HOTRAC staff requested a contact person who will be responsible for getting the completed STEMI Alert Forms to HOTRAC. Mr. Heussner will be this contact for Hillcrest and Ms. Bohannon will be for Providence. 

D.
Cardiologist Call Schedule – HOTRAC staff asked if the committee would like the Call Schedule to be posted on EMSystem. The only issue with doing so is that any changes or updates to the schedule might not be reflected in the posted version. Ms. Carranza agreed to verify that HOTRAC would be notified of any changes so that they could be made on the schedule. The committee requested that the Call Schedule be posted to EMSystem. HOTRAC staff agreed to do this and send a notice once it was complete. 
E.
EMSystems Workgroup - Ms. Bohannon reported that a STEMI category will be added to the Regional dashboard on EMSystem. The new dashboard will go live on March 16th. A meeting to discuss the definition of diversion as it pertains to EMSystem will be held on March 12th. Representatives from all of the facilities were encouraged to attend.
IV.
Updates from State Meetings – A handout outlining all of the updates from the State meetings was provided to the group. There was also a handout listing several Bills that have been introduced to State Legislature. Ms. Bohannon reported that a State Cardiac Committee had been established and held its first meeting at the February GETAC.
V.
General Updates from Committee Member
Ms. Thompson announced that Waco has achieved Bronze Level recognition as a Heart Healthy City. She thanked the members of the Cardiac Committee for their help with this project and invited everyone to attend the recognition ceremony on March 11th at 10:00am at the Waco-McLennan County Public Health District.

A.  Items for Next Meeting – The committee asked that PI and Standardized Times be placed on the next agenda for discussion.
