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I.
Welcome & Introductions
The Cardiac Committee met on April 14, 2009. The meeting was called to order by Ms. Vrba, Cardiac Committee Co-Chair, at 1:04pm. Introductions were done.

II.
Review & Approval of February 9, 2009 minutes
The February 9, 2009 minutes were reviewed by the group and Mr. Taylor motioned to accept the minutes as presented. Ms. Johnson seconded the motion; motion carried.

III.
Action and/or Discussion of the following items:

A.    Regional STEMI System Plan – At the March meeting the committee recommended that the Plan be sent to the Board of Directors for review at their meeting on April 16th. The committee confirmed this recommendation with no changes to the plan.
B.
Regional STEMI Form – The committee requested that the number reference to each agency’s page be changed to the corresponding page color for future printings. Ms. Reeves also requested that in order to better track which forms are making their way back to the cath lab and sub-sequentially to the RAC; the committee members agreed. There was some discussion on how increase the completion rate for the form. Representatives from the facilities agreed  to do some more education in the ERs and also remind the staff that these forms are only for STEMI cases. Ms. Reeves requested that any changes or suggestions to the current form be forwarded to the RAC for future printings. 
C.
Regional STEMI PI – The committee clarified that this form will serve as the PI data collection tool. The forms will be reviewed by Dr. Cross prior to the data being presented to the Physicians’ Advisory Committee. The start date for submission of PI is March 1st. If forms are not available for all STEMI patients starting from that date then a summary of all STEMI cases should be submitted. 
D.
Standardized Times – At the previous meeting the committee identified that using different clocks to track the times on the STEMI form could affect the recorded inflation time. Several suggestions were made including the use of an atomic clock which could be purchased by HOTRAC. However, several of the facilities noted that they had trouble with these clocks receiving a signal in their buildings. One facility reported that they are using stop-watches that follow the patient chart. The group could not come to a conclusion to solve this issue. If the forms show an issue with cases missing the ninety minute mark by a narrow margin it will be brought back to the committee for further discussion.
