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I.
Welcome & Introductions
The Cardiac Committee met on July 13, 2009. The meeting was called to order by Ms. Vrba, Cardiac Committee Co-Chair, at 1:06pm. Introductions were done.

II.
Review & Approval of June 8, 2009 minutes
The June 8, 2009 minutes were reviewed by the group and Ms. Bohannon motioned to accept the minutes as presented. Ms. Jenkins seconded the motion; motion carried.

III.
Action and/or Discussion of the following items:

A.    Regional STEMI PI Reporting – Ms. Alvey reported that none of the rural facilities have submitted their copies of their forms or list of STEMI patients as discussed at the previous meeting. At that meeting the rural facilities agreed to submit their STEMI forms as well as a list of their STEMI patients so it can be compared to the forms received from the cath facilities. A summary sheet for STEMI PI was provided to the committee for review. After some discussion a couple changes were requested. The committee requested that “extended acceptance time” be separated into two categories that further specify the reason for the delay: Facility/ED Physician or Cardiologist. During this discussion the two cath facilities noted that there should be automatic acceptance to the ED for STEMI patients, and if the rural facilities had this issue to report it. The committee also requested the addition of a category to note any “access difficulties” in the cath lab, i.e. trouble accessing the lesion. There was additional discussion about the “extended time at rural facility” category and the need for a specified time limit to define “extended.” After some discussion and with input from the rural facility representatives the committee determined that 30 minutes was an acceptable goal for the rural facilities to transfer a STEMI patient to the cath facility.
B. 
Review Heart Attack PowerPoint – The committee previewed an animated slide show about what do to in the event you suffer a heart attack while alone. This slide show was forwarded to HOTRAC by Falls County EMS as a possible prevention tool. After reviewing the slide show the committee had some concerns about the source of the information as well as the fact that it did not mention to call 9-1-1. The committee did not feel that it would be prudent for HOTRAC to endorse the slide show.
C.
Establish Next Priorities
1. Definition of N-STEMI – The committee briefly discussed the possible definitions for N-STEMI patients and which ones should possibly be included in future PI. However, it was felt that there is still room for improvement on the operation of the current STEMI system. The committee decided that it would wait to develop any further objectives until after the GETAC Cardiac Committee met again in August.

General Updates from Committee Member
A.
Pre-hospital “Cardiac Save” Case – This item was not discussed because the EMS representative was not present. It will be removed from the agenda.

Ms. Alvey announced that there will be a STEMI conference in Austin on October 2, 2009. A brochure for this conference was provided. She also reminded the group that the General Assembly meeting on September 3, 2009 will be at the new Hillcrest campus.
