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I.
Welcome & Introductions
The Cardiac Committee met on September 1, 2009. The meeting was called to order by Ms. Vrba, Cardiac Committee Co-Chair, at 1:07pm. Introductions were done.

II.
Review & Approval of June 8, 2009 minutes
The July 13, 2009 minutes were reviewed by the group and Ms. Bohannon motioned to accept the minutes as presented. Mr. Taylor seconded the motion; motion carried.
III.
Updates from State Meetings

Ms. Bohannon updated the group that the State Cardiac Care Committee has been gathering information on 12-lead capabilities for pre-hospital providers around the State. According to their statistics 30% of EMS providers don’t have 12-lead capability and 40% don’t have the ability to communicate 12-lead readings to the hospitals. The committee has identified a need for transport guidelines and recommendations for cardiac patients. She also reported that Mission: Lifeline has a very good online 12-lead training for pre-hospital providers. Additionally, she stated that only eight of the twenty-two RACs in the State have established a Cardiac Committee in their Region.
III.
Action and/or Discussion of the following items:

A.    Regional STEMI PI Reporting – Ms. Alvey reported that information on the STEMI forms that have been submitted was not available. However, there is still an issue with the forms being completed and submitted to HOTRAC. Hillcrest noted that they have a “chest pain” packet and the form in included in it. Ms. Carranza mentioned that there are not that many true STEMIs and that might account for the fact that we have not received many forms. After some discussion the committee determined that there must be a problem with the process. The committee requested that the issue be brought to the Pre-hospital Committee and ask that the forms be carried on the trucks. Mr. Taylor agreed to bring the issues to the Pre-hospital Committee.
B.
Establish Next Priorities
After the discussion on STEMI reporting the committee determined that the focus of the committee should remain decreasing the transfer times from non-cath facilities. Due to the fact that the reporting process still needs some work, the committee agreed to continue to work to improve the process. 
IV.
General Updates from Committee Member
Ms. Alvey announced that there will be a STEMI conference in Austin on October 2, 2009. Mr. Taylor reported that ETMC-EMS is moving to a web-based system to transmit 12-leads to the cardiologist as well as electronic charting.. He also reported one field activation of the cath lab that he was aware of.
