The Committee met on December 8, 2009. The meeting was called to order by Ms. Gilliam, Committee Chair at 2:40pm. Update from State Meetings

Ms. McFarland was then nominated for the position. The nominees were then asked to step out while the votes were cast. By a unanimous vote Ms. McFarland was elected as Committee Vice Chair.

LPG Grant Update

Mr. Anderson reported that HOTRAC will be scheduling an Advanced Burn Life Support (ABLS) course with OASPR funds with a tentative date in February. Ms. Alvey also announced that the Pediatric Committee is working on developing a Pediatric Training “symposium”/train-the-trainer type event. Additional funds were awarded for Pan Flu and several new pediatric supplies were purchased. More on this training will be made available as it is developed. The committee also requested funding for ISS/AIS, AAAIM, and ENPC/TNCC courses be researched. HOTRAC staff agreed to look in to these request.
