The Committee met on May 26, 2009. The meeting was called to order by Ms. McDowell, Committee Chair at 2:40pm. Introductions were done. Ms. Gilliam motioned to accept the March 3, 2009 meeting minutes as presented. Mr. Tarbet seconded the motion; motion carried.
Update from State Meetings
Ms. McDowell reported that TTCF in conjunction with TETAF had hosted “A Day at the Capital,” to voice their support for booster seat legislation. Around 150 people participated in the event. She also announced that the State Injury Prevention Committee would be meeting in June. The May GETAC meetings were cancelled due to state response to H1N1.
Education: Discussion and/or Action

2009 LPG Grant Update

The EMT-I course being funded with this grant is in full swing. Fifteen students enrolled in the course and 13 are currently enrolled, which is an improvement from previous years. Ms. Reeves announced that HOTRAC has applied for 2010 LPG funds to host 10 students in an EMT-P bridge course.

Regional Mascot(s)

The group continued a discussion on whether or not to purchase and utilize a regional injury prevention mascot. HOTRAC staff provided pricing information for one option. Activities for possible use of the mascot were also discussed. The committee members agreed to bring mascot ideas and possible activities for use to the next meeting. This item will be on the next meeting agenda for discussion.

Education Report

Mr. Anderson reported that he has not been receiving the education report from everyone. As a reminder, the report should be completed and submitted to HOTRAC for any agency that provides training in the HOTRAC Region that is either open to persons outside of their agency or is related to disaster preparedness, ie NIMS, PPE, etc. The format and procedure for collecting this report is in the process of being updated by HOTRAC staff.

 Upcoming Educational Opportunities

Ms. Torres announced that the KidSafe program will be hosting a Child Passenger Seat Technician re-certification course on June 17th. Falls Community Hospital is hosting a stroke education course and a trauma & emergency OB course. The ABLS course that was scheduled for June 6th has been cancelled due to unavailability of instructors. A Mass Fatality Incident Planning course is scheduled for June 29 & 30 in Waco and also on July 1 & 2 in Bryan. HOTRAC members must complete the Training Application and register online to enroll in this course. An EPR course will be tacked on to the EMT-I course that is in progress. Anyone needing the EPR training can contact HOTRAC to enroll in this course. A Tactical EMT-P course is scheduled for July. HOTRAC is also in the process of applying for ECA courses in Bosque and Limestone counties. Information about all of these courses can be found on the HOTRAC website.

Hillcrest Data Report 


Ms. Torres presented data on MVC deaths and injuries as well as child safety seats. This information is collected by the KidSafe and TeenSafe programs and will be presented at each Education/Injury Prevention Committee meeting. It will be used to help the committee determine which injury prevention activities are needed as well as how effective they are. The KidSafe, TeenSafe, SeniorSafe, and Generations in Motion programs all made presentations to the committee which highlighted their program activities and areas of prevention.

Crash Data Update

A crash data report was pulled from the TxDOT website and provided to the committee. The report only included information from McLennan county but information from each county is available upon request. Mr. McFarland motioned to make this report a standing agenda item for the committee. Ms. Markwardt seconded the motion; motion carried. HOTRAC staff will provide this report with information on all five counties at all future Education/IP committee meetings. 
D.
IP Report

Ms. Reeves reminded the committee that it is a membership requirement to participate in at least one injury prevention activity per year. Documentation is required. Newspaper articles, pictures, or sign in sheets may serve as the required documentation. Everyone was encouraged to participate in injury prevention activities and report their participation to HOTRAC.
E.
Updates from Region

Ms. Lebkowsky announced that there will be a large health fair in Falls County on August 8th. The fair will begin at 11:00am and last in to the night at the Marlin High School football field. The committee discussed having HOTRAC host a table at the health fair to focus on sports injuries and concussions. Mr. Markwardt motioned for HOTRAC to host a table at the health fair. Ms. McFarland seconded the motion. HOTRAC staff along with any other volunteers will participate as requested by the committee.
Other Business, Announcements, Comments, etc.
Ms. McDowell requested the status of the PSAs produced by TTCF and TETAF. HOTRAC reported that two of the local stations have received the PSAs but have not offered to air them. HOTRAC will continue to submit the PSAs to other media outlets and will try to get them in a format that can be posted on the website. 
The EMS Memorial Service and celebration, which took place on May 18th, went well. The service will take place on May 18th next year and will be held in conjunction with a health fair and celebration to recognize trauma and stroke month. 

Ms. Reeves also announced that HOTRAC will be performing a raffle at the upcoming General Assembly meeting and encouraged everyone to attend. Also, HOTRAC has added a new staff member, Ms. Pam Shepherd. 

There were no other announcements or comments from the group. The next meeting is scheduled for September 1, 2009 at the new HOTRAC offices located at 405 Londonderry, Suite 201. With no further discussion, the meeting adjourned at 3:55pm.
