2009 - The EMT-I course being funded with this grant is has been completed. A total of nine students completed the course.

2010 – Ms. Alvey reported that HOTRAC had been awarded $14000 for the 2010 LPG grant. This funding will be used to host a EMT-P bridge course. Ms. Williams stated that McLennan Community College(MCC) has already scheduled a course in January 2010 and that they could be contracted with to host the course. The group discussed application criteria for this course. Mr. Saunders motioned to contract with MCC to hold the course and accept applications until October 31, 2009, at which time the Education Sub-Committee will meet to review and approve applications. Mr. Tarbet seconded the motion; motion carried.

Regional Mascot(s)

Ms. McFarland reported that in her search for a mascot she found that most costumes are similar to the Traumaroo costume. She did find an example of a costume idea developed by a physician in the Houston area that did not require any special costume gear. Basically, the costume consisted of overalls with a tail pinned to it and a painted face. This would be far less cumbersome than a traditional mascot costume. She also suggested that if the group would like to go this route she could contact the theatre departments at Baylor and MCC to see if they would be interested in helping us develop a costume idea. The group agreed that this would be a great idea and requested that she bring that information at the next meeting.
