· FNSS (Functional Needs Support Services) - discussed issues concerning this requirement. The medical requirements will stress system.  Provide our feedback prior to conference before the state rollout.  Can not use the term "special needs or leveling 1-4". Moving to med or non-med. ADA does not mean medical patient.  Chief Nimm Kidd said long way to go. ADA community knows what is going on. Review lawsuit in LA. Judge ruling will be sent out.  Toolkit to roll out at conference. Small group to review (me, Wanda, Ira, Jennifer). 

· TDMS (Texas Disaster Medical System) - stakeholders feel the RMOC concept is mandatory. Looking at 2 yr strategic planning. Useinititiatives from GETAC, PCC, etc.  Looking for gaps. "map all inititiatves". Will have 2 presentations at EM Conference (same).  Go to regions to see what the ground providers want from RMOCs then rewrite the guidance document.  

· EMTF (Emergency Medical Task Force) - 2 of 7 PHER projects went forward. El Paso full Patriot system. Lubbock all but trailer. MMU components that we asked for: 1 860, quad, interop collar, and trailer. $2.8 mil. . Supplies & equip x 8. $4.6 mil = $7.5 mil total. Eric asked for EMTF Coordinators to attend the GETAC Disaster Committee.  MMU staffing for 32 beds. Only 1 type at this time. Maybe set up typing based on staffing needs/changes. Rostering people for EMTF and RAC separately.  Need to look at log support to include comm for EMTF. Dr. Emily Kidd is part time for STRAC as the TDMS Project Manager . 
· Workgroups: May thru June for training...ambulance staging mgr course in Valley; MIST Course in El Paso, working on a refresher course; State has new O2 contract with AirGas; EMS Med Directors group done since a contract for regional med control;   still need to work on the "so you want to be..." video; Disaster Scenerios doc went to RAC Chairs; tabled Altered Standards of Care
· Comm - preplanning - VHF for coastal evac; all EMS should have high band capability; Eric is setting a comm group to discuss guidance for comm during a response; Eric going to ask EMS Comm about putting high band requirement in the licensure rule; definitely must for deploying trucks; EMTF needs to keep this in mind whether in trucks or portable

· Regional EMS Resource Coordination Center - not the call up procedure but the initial contact for add requests. Between local and state. How does it work?  One person's cell phone isn't the best. Need a central location (ie, MedComm). Eric said only for EMTF at that level -- for EMTF-5 Austin-Travis County EMS then to CAPCOG ENS System, backup is Bell County 

· Public comment - air med MOU for disaster response (weight time issue, fixed v roto together or separate);  DSHS working on EMTF MOU wants before June 1 then sub contract down from there; EMTF RACs should have direct contracts with providers not RACs, only RAC MOU for our stuff not EMS or nurses; next mtg thru EM conf; MIST in El Paso; Lori brought up nurse deployments - EMTF handling; workgroups in May; mtg in April at EM conf

· Nimm is setting up a GETAC like structure; EMS/hospital/public health tracks

· FUNDING: state but doubtful; fund raising from patients and hospital foundations; RACE model-annual fee paid by hospitals based on STEMI volume; ask hospital CEOs directly for funding; money from insurances companies; local foundations; need to collaborate as a region, multiple-region, & state; only NC has funding from fees, WIS & MN working on funding, SD/ND ? $9 mil grant
