Updates from State Meetings
Ms. Polli Williams gave a report on the GETAC Pediatric Committee. A handout was provided with the updates.
Board of Directors Nomination

Pediatric Committee Chair – Ms. Alvey announced that the only nomination for Committee Chair was Ms. Sherry Baker.  The floor was opened for additional nominations; none were made.
B.
Pediatric Committee Vice-Chair – Ms. Norma Mathes was the only nomination for Committee Vice Chair. The floor was opened for additional nominations; none were made.
Ms. Bohannon motioned to name Ms. Baker Committee Chair and Ms. Mathes Committee Vice Chair. Ms. Samford seconded the motion; motion carried. According to HOTRAC Bylaws, with no other nominations being received Ms. Baker will be permitted to serve a third term as Committee Chair with the approval of the General Assembly. The committee’s motion will be brought to the General Assembly for approval on December 10, 2009. 
Action and/or Discussion on the following items:
A.    Pediatric PI Review – Ms. Alvey reported that 2nd quarter Pediatric PI had been reviewed by the Physicians’ Advisory Committee(PAC). There was some concern that all of the cases being reviewed for PI were fall-outs because the patient sub-set had been narrowed so much. The committee agreed to keep this issue in mind and be ready for a discussion of changes to the PI at the next meeting. The committee members were asked to determine what other information may be helpful in improving patient care in the Region. Beginning with the 2010 1st quarter PI the facilities were requested to provide total numbers of pediatric inpatients and out-patients in order to provide a better comparison for the fall-outs. The PI Summary form will be changed to reflect this.

Pediatric Injury Prevention

Daycare Mail-out – Ms. Alvey reported that the mail-out had been sent either via US mail or hand delivered to all of the child care facilities in the Region. She also provided a copy of the mail-out to the director of the Smart Start organization. A follow-up to this mail-out will be added to a future agenda for discussion.

Hooray for Health Update – Ms. Alvey reported that the Hooray for Health Fair had been completed. However, compared to previous years the turnout was not very good. BMIs had been taken using the Wii fit console and was one of the more popular booths at the fair.

Committee Objectives – A handout was provided with the committee objectives just as a reminder for the group. HOTRAC staff will update this handout and post it to the website. 
HOT CFRT Update
Ms. Alvey reported that the HOT CFRT was meeting regularly and developing its injury prevention programs. The HOTRAC Pediatric committee is continuing to be offered as a resource to the team. 
Committee Liaison Reports
Ms. Alvey announced that the EPR Committee has purchased some pediatric supplies for the facilities and EMS providers with some additional pan flu funding. The supplies include a pedi capable ventilator and dosing slide charts for pediatric patients similar to the Braslow tape. Training on these supplies will be provided at a future date and will be announced.
Other Announcements, Comments, etc.
A suggestion was made that the committee consider putting together a pediatric training day/symposium for the

Region. The committee requested that this be on the agenda for the next meeting.
