The Pediatric Committee met on March 9, 2009. The meeting was called to order by Ms. Baker, Committee Chair, at 3:30pm. Ms. Lebkowsky motioned to accept the January 12, 2009 meeting minutes as presented. Ms. Gilliam seconded the motion; motion carried.
Action and/or Discussion on the following items:
A.    Pediatric PI Review – Ms. Alvey reported that Dr. Nesmith reviewed the PI and did not find any issues. Ms. Baker reminded the committee that PI should be turned in to HOTRAC monthly.
B.
EMS Pediatric Temperature Collection 
1. Temporal Temperature Report - Ms. Alvey reported that HOTRAC has not purchased the thermometers yet. An order will be placed within the next few weeks.
C.
Pediatric Injury Prevention – The group discussed both the co-sleeping and suicide prevention/cyber bullying activities that they are planning to conduct. A request was made for HOTRAC staff to order the safe sleep flyers printed in English and Spanish which is put out by DSHS and to find out if there is a day care consortium which can distribute these flyers; staff agreed. The group also discussed ways to distribute information regarding suicide prevention and cyber bullying. A suggestion was made to offer a presentation at the summer workshop for teachers at Region 12. HOTRAC staff agreed to contact Region 12 to see if this is a possibility. 
D.
Pediatric Transport Team Development – Ms. Baker reported that this project is on hold until after the Hillcrest move. 
E.
PI Pediatric Death Review

1.  Documents Needed – The group was reminded that all pediatric deaths will now be brought for review by the Physicians’ Advisory Committee. Currently, all ED/admission summaries as well as discharge/death summaries are requested for these cases. However, for cases with a long history of care more information is needed for a review. The committee was asked to decide what documentation would be most helpful for an accurate review. After some discussion the committee recommended that in addition to the documentation already being collected that the lab summary and department abnormality report be provided with the PI form. It was requested that PI forms also be completed for all neonatal deaths as well. Currently, the facilities are not completing PI for these cases. After some discussion the group asked that this item be tabled for further discussion at the next meeting.
HOT CFRT Update
Ms. Alvey reported that several changes have been made to the team. At the January meeting specific team positions were established and people from all five counties have been assigned to those positions. These people will serve as standing team members and will attend all of the meetings, regardless of whether they are involved in any cases being reviewed. Ms. Lori Boyett was named as the Presiding Officer for the team. The March meeting has been cancelled because there were no new cases sent from the State. 
Committee Liaison Reports
The committee was informed that the Stroke Committee is currently discussing the treatment of pediatric strokes in the Region. Ms. Mersiovsky agreed to attend the next Stroke Committee meeting and bring back any information regarding this issue to the Pediatric Committee. Ms. Baker also stated that she would be contacting Sandra Rabbe about serving as the EPR Committee liaison, however, she would wait to do so until after the Hilclrest move.
Other Announcements, Comments, etc.
There were no other announcements or comments from the committee.
The next meeting will be on May 11, 2009 at 3:30pm at the new HOTRAC offices located at 405 Londonderry, Suite 201 in the Providence Medical Plaza. With no further discussion the meeting adjourned at 4:20pm.
