The Pediatric Committee met on June 8, 2009. The meeting was called to order by Ms. Baker, Committee Chair, at 3:35pm. Ms. Polli Williams motioned to accept the May 11, 2009 meeting minutes as presented. Ms. Sherry Williams seconded the motion; motion carried.
Action and/or Discussion on the following items:
A.    Pediatric PI Review 
1.
Physicians’ Advisory Committee Recommendations – Ms. Reeves reported that at their last meeting, the Physicians’ Advisory Committee recommended changing the patient subset for Pediatric PI to no longer include medical admissions greater than 96 hours. They also recommended including all neonatal deaths and transfers. Ms McFarland motioned to begin using these new recommendations starting with April PI. Ms. Mersiovsky seconded the motion; motion carried.
B.
Pediatric Injury Prevention

Daycare Mail-out – Ms. Alvey provided quotes to print the “Safe Sleep for Babies” flyer to the group. The committee discussed this project extensively. Ms. Bohannon motioned to make a recommendation to the HOTRAC Board of Directors to expend $800 on a mail out to the daycares in the Region to support a safe sleep policy. Ms. Mersiovsky seconded the motion; motion carried. HOTRAC staff agreed to take this recommendation to the HOTRAC Board of Directors. Their decision will be brought back to the committee at the next meeting along with a sample mail-out packet.

Hooray for Health Update – Ms. Alvey reported that the Hooray for Health Fair is scheduled for October 3, 2009. The planning committee for this event has not met yet, however the contact for this committee has been informed that the HOTRAC Pediatric Committee is interested in having a table. The committee discussed the topics that they would like to cover at the fair. It was determined that diabetes/obesity would be the focus for this project. The committee requested cost information for accuchecks for this event. HOTRAC staff agreed to provide this information at the next meeting.

July – Water Safety Materials – The group was provided a handout with several different resources for water safety injury prevention materials. The injury prevention theme in the HOTRAC Region for July is Water Safety. Everyone was encouraged to use these resources to spread the word about this topic.
HOT CFRT Update
Ms. Alvey reported that meeting attendance is going very well. The team is in the process of developing goals for the next year. She also reported that the State is planning to hold a regional CFRT workshop and Hillcrest is the expected location for this event. All CFRT members were encouraged to attend.
Committee Liaison Reports
Ms. Reeves reported that Providence had scene as case of a pediatric stroke. The patient was administered tPA before being transferred to Dallas. As of last report the patient was doing well and only suffering minor deficits. She also reported that the Hospital Care and Management Committee has requested that meeting be scheduled with the hospitals, law enforcement, and mental health agencies to discuss the treatment of psychiatric patients in the Region. The Pre-hospital Committee (9-1-1 EMS Providers) has received the temporal thermometers. Temperature collection will now begin for PI. 
Other Announcements, Comments, etc.
The committee requested that the meeting time be moved up to 3:00pm now that the Stroke Committee is only meeting for an hour. The next meeting will be on July 13, 2009 at 3:00pm at the new HOTRAC offices located at 405 Londonderry, Suite 201 in the Providence Medical Plaza.
