The Pediatric Committee met on July 13, 2009. The meeting was called to order by Ms. Baker, Committee Chair, at 3:35pm. Ms. McFarland motioned to accept the June 8, 2009 meeting minutes as presented. Ms. Gilliam seconded the motion; motion carried.
Action and/or Discussion on the following items:
A.    Pediatric PI Review – Ms. Alvey stated that an email had been sent listing which facilities still needed to submit Pediatric PI. She also announced that HOTRAC is working on an instruction sheet for the Pediatric PI form. Ms. Baker stated that all deaths, including neonatal deaths, transfers out of the Region, and stroke are to be included in PI.
B.
Pediatric Injury Prevention 
1.
Daycare Mail-out – The committee was provided with a sample of the mail-out that will be going to the daycares. The packet included the letter, fact sheets, and two possible safe sleep policies. The committee determined that the one page policy be included in the mail-out. Ms. Alvey asked for volunteers from the committee to help distribute the packets to the daycares in the Region. Several committee members offered to help. HOTRAC staff will contact these volunteers when the packets are ready for distribution, which should be within the next two weeks.

SIDS CE for nurses – The committee was shown a CE program on “SIDS Risk Reduction,” and asked if this would be something they would be interested in sharing at their facilities. Many of the facilities were interested and requested that the program be sent to them via email for distribution. HOTRAC staff agreed to email and post the program to the website.

Hooray for Health Update – Ms. Alvey reported that the Hooray for Health Fair is scheduled for October 3, 2009. She is hoping to attend the planning meetings for this event pending the “ok” from the event organizer. The Pediatric Committee is planning to have a booth with diabetes and obesity prevention as the focus. Pricing information about glucose and cholesterol meters was provided as requested at the previous meeting. After some discussion the committee determined that they would not like to perform these checks at the health fair due to liability concerns. Other types of presentation materials were discussed. The committee agreed that they would like to utilize the Wii Fit program to do BMI measurements and Ms. Mersiovsky will speak with an endocrinologist from Dell Children’s who has done several presentation about diabetes prevention to see if she might loan the committee some materials. HOTRAC staff will also search for different handout and giveaways for the fair. The committee’s plans for this event will be finalized at the next meeting.
3.
August –Back to School Safety - The group was provided a handout with several different resources for back to school safety and injury prevention materials. An email with these resources was also sent to the committee. Everyone was encouraged to use these resources to spread the word about this topic. Ms. Baker also brought samples of several different types of prevention materials, particularly focusing on cyber bullying and internet safety. These resources were found on the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children’s website. Materials in English and Spanish are available for order; several are free of charge.
HOT CFRT Update
Ms. Alvey reported that the team did not meet last month due to lack of new cases to review. She also reported that the State is planning to hold a regional CFRT workshop at Hillcrest on July 21st.  Anyone interested in learning about child fatality review was encouraged to attend. Lunch will be provided and DSHS will reimburse for travel.
Committee Liaison Reports
No new updates were provided.
Other Announcements, Comments, etc.
Ms. Alvey reported that there will be Suicide Prevention Symposium in September. The information on this symposium had been emailed to the committee. Additionally, the September 3rd General Assembly meeting will be at Hillcrest this quarter.
The committee requested that the meetings be moved to a quarterly schedule to align with the other HOTRAC committees. The next meeting will be on September 1, 2009, time to be determined, at the HOTRAC offices located at 405 Londonderry, Suite 201 in the Providence Medical Plaza. With no further discussion the meeting adjourned at 3:58pm.
