VI. Emergency Healthcare System Issues
None were reported.
VII. Action and/or Discussion on the following items:
A. Recommendations from Air Medical Sub-committee – Ms. Misercola reported no recommendations.
B. EMS PI Report Summary (Apr-June) – A summary report for the 2nd quarter was reported. There were no significant findings or requests from the Physicians’ Advisory Committee. However, Mr. Anderson did request that the providers completing PI please ensure that they were using the most current form and also be sure to include the summary report with their PI. This posed some problems when compiling 2nd quarter data.
VIII. Other Business

A. CPAP – The results of the survey of EMS providers were read. Based on the majority of the providers using the Boussignac CPAP machines, the committee decided that his would be the brand that would be purchased if funding could be secured. Ms. Alvey stated that HOTRAC could look in to writing an LPG grant to purchase these machines for the CPAP program. 
B. EPR Update – Ms. Loden reported that HOTRAC has purchased several items that will be distributed to the EMS providers. He also announced the video conferencing system had been installed at all planned sites in the Region. He asked the providers to check the filters on their PAPRs for the expiration date. There are several replacement filters available if needed. The ABLS course that is planned for February 2010 was also announced. Mr. Loden then requested that the providers put together a list of their communication needs so that they may be addressed if funding is available. 
C. Other Committee – Mr. Taylor reminded the group that the STEMI forms needed to be initiated for all STEMI patients. These forms can be found in the ERs at each of the facilities or they may be requested for the trucks. He also reported that the Pediatric Committee planning to develop a pediatric training “symposium.” More details about this will be provided as they are made available.
IX. Additional Announcements, Comments, etc.
Mr. Taylor used this time to thank the committee members for their involvement and support during his service as the Committee Chair. He congratulated Mr. Chapman on the new position and requested that he continue the success and traditions such as the EMS Week celebrations and events.
