I.  Welcome and Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by Mr. Eldon Taylor, Committee Chairperson at 4:08pm.  Introductions were done.  
II. Review & Approval of March 3, 2009 minutes
Mr. Tarbet motioned to accept the March 3, 209 minutes as presented.  Mr. Saunders seconded the motion; motion carried.
III. Updates from State Meetings  
Ms. Reeves reported that the normal GETAC Summary was available and was posted to the HOTRAC website.  She reviewed that the main topic of discussion surrounded many, many potential legislative bills.  Many of the proposed bills could have a negative effect on trauma, emergency, and EMS services.  Additionally, she reported that drunken driving issues were the other items that received a lot of discussion.  Others in attendance had nothing additional to add.
IV. Air Medical Sub-committee Report
Ms. Misercola reported that the sub-committee had met and discussed new PI indicators.  The new form includes a helipad congestion report as well. A copy of the proposed new form was provided to the committee.  She entertained any questions.  Additionally, she remind the group that if they had an air medical issue that they should discuss it with that provider first and then if needed bring to the sub-committee or HOTRAC.  She announced that the next meeting will be via conference call on July 6th at 11:00am and anyone is invited to participate.
V. Emergency Healthcare System Issues
Mr. Taylor announced that all providers needed to be cognizant of where they park their units when at Providence.  There have been reports for providers parking in front of the elevator doors for the helipad.  All present stated that they would pass the message along.
VI. Action and/or Discussion on the following items:
A. Recommendations from Air Medical Sub-committee – Mr. Saunders motioned to approve the new Air Medical PI as presented.  Mr. Lyons seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
B. EMS PI Report Summary (Oct-Dec) – Ms. Reeves provided the committee a copy of the PI summary that would be presented at Physicians Advisory.  Additionally, she reviewed the PI form to ensure everyone was completing the form the same way.  She addressed any questions during the discussion.
C. EMS/County Funding – Ms. Reeves reported that the final reports for the EMS/County funding were past due and a few providers still owed their report and support documentation.  She stated that she expected the new round of funding any day, but the funds would not be distributed until the current year was closed out.
D. CPAP – Mr. Taylor asked if CPAP was still a project that the group wanted to look into.  After some discussion, the group decided that they would provide HOTRAC with whether or not they used CPAP and if so, which model did they use.  With this information, HOTRAC will provide a list of prices for those models.  The discussion was then tabled until the September meeting.
E. tPA Pre-hospital Screening Tool – Mr. Taylor reminded the group that it had been tasked with developing a pre-hospital tPA screening tool.  After much discussion and input from Dr. Daniell, the committee requested that the Stroke Committee provide five basic questions that are needed.  Ms. Reeves stated she would move the request forward.
VII. Other Business

A. EPR Update – Ms. Loden explained to the group that there seemed to be some issues with the GPS and its mapping.  He stated he was working on a solution and would let everyone know what he finds out. 
B. EMS MOU – Ms. Reeves reported that the EMS MOU was still floating around and needed many signatures.  Additionally, she asked that the providers expedite their signatures in order to get this document completed before hurricane season began June 1st.  Those providers in attendance agreed.
C. EMS Protocol Affidavits – Ms. Reeves reminded those in attendances that every time significant changes were made to the Regional Trauma System Plan & Protocols (now guidelines); DSHS required an affidavit to be signed by each provider’s medical director.  She stated that she would try to get as many signatures this week as possible at Physicians Advisory but reminded the providers it was their responsibility.  She also reminded them it was a requirement for EMS/County funding.
VIII. Additional Announcements, Comments, etc.
Mr. Taylor advised the he would be establishing an EMS Week Sub-committee to assist the HOTRAC Staff with the 2010 celebration.  He asked for those interested in serving on it to contact him.  Additionally, Mr. Taylor announced a Tactical Medic Course would be held on August 28-30 and the cost was $350.
IX. Next Meeting – May 26, 2009
The next meeting is scheduled for September 1, 2009 at 4:00pm at the HOTRAC Offices.
