Tactical Medical Provider

The Tactical Medical Provider program at McLennan Community College was established to provide competency based training to tactical operators, patrol officers, fire personnel, first responders, basic and advanced level pre-hospital healthcare providers.

The Tactical Medical Provider program is designed to provide training in:

· Self/Buddy Aid for patrol officers and tactical operators to perform emergency first aid for themselves, a fellow officer, a bystander or person in custody who becomes ill or injured.

· Tactical Operations Medical Support (TOMS) for EMS personnel & Physicians in performing in close medical support for law enforcement personnel during high risk operations.

· Training is provided for Emergency First Responders in how to respond to hostile incidents, to coordinate with Law Enforcement/Tactical EMS personnel and to assist in triaging, treating and evacuating casualties from an austere environment.

Training focuses on the leading causes of preventable death caused by traumatic injuries and the medical procedures rescuers and operators can perform to enhance the survival of the casualty.  These include:

· Controlling severe bleeding using a tourniquet and/or hemostatic agents.

· Managing the casualty’s airway using basic and advance adjuncts.

· Managing a casualty’s breathing and ability to ventilate properly.

Other areas of training include planning and responding to incidents involving:

· Terrorism and WMD.

· Active Shooters

· Hostage/Officer Rescues

·  Limited Visibility

The curriculum for the Tactical Medical Provider program follows the recommendations of the National Tactical Officers Association (NTOA) and the American College of Emergency Physicians (ACEP) and conforms to current state and federal standards.

Participants will be awarded a certificate of completion from McLennan Community College which is recognized by most national and state regulatory agencies for the purpose of continuing education credit for police officers, firefighters and health care providers.

Recommended List of Equipment 

Tactical Medical Provider Course

Personal Equipment

A. BDU’s or similar military type uniform.

B. Cold /Warm weather gear depending upon time of year.

C. Wet weather gear (no ponchos).

D. Boots or hard leather type shoe with rubber sole (no tennis shoes, steel toed not recommended).

E. Soft protection for head from sun i.e. baseball cap, bush hat or bandanna.

F. Adequate number of socks to protect feet (may be changing frequently as your feet will get wet and will need to stay dry protect from blisters)

G. Adequate number of undergarments (again to stay dry and protect skin from chaffing, rash, etc.).

H. Personal first aid items; i.e.

a. Band-aids

b. Antiseptic

c. Skin lotion

d. Sunscreen

e. Personal meds (OTC or Prescriptions)

f. Tough skin for blisters (your going to need it).

I. Canteen(s) or camel pack for water.

J. Utility knife

K. Toiletries

It is recommended students bring the equipment they would be using if they were going on a real tactical response or operation.  If equipment or supplies are unavailable we can supply students with some items to practice with.  NO PERSONAL WEAPONS are authorized on campus. Only licensed police personal may carry weapons on campus. If you bring a weapon it must be left secured in your vehicle, DO NOT bring a weapon in to the classroom or on the training field.

Tactical Gear 

A. Personal Protection Equipment (PPE)

a. Tactical vest (worn outside of uniform, inserts are not required)

b. LBE to carry medical items over or on vest (MOLLE style)

c. Helmet (SRT/SWAT style)

d. Eye protection (eyeglasses or sunglasses are not suitable protection)

e. Elbow & Knee pads

f. Hearing protection (soft style as you will be wearing them with your helmet).

g. Gas Mask

h. Knife (folding style or scabbard)

Training Equipment (Optional)

B. Soft Air or Paint Ball handgun with holster.  Bring adequate number of soft air or paint ball type ammo for scenarios.

C. Soft Air or Paint Ball assault weapon. Bring adequate number of soft air or paint ball type ammo for scenarios.

D. Medical Training Equipment (if you do have some these items available we can supply some of them for you)

a. Hemorrhage control items (to be carried in vest pockets)

i. Kerlex & 4x4’s or Israeli type bandage

ii. Trauma pad(s)

iii. Tourniquet(s)

iv. Hemostat agent (if available)

b. Airway Management (carried in vest pockets)

i. OPA/NPA

ii. 14g, 2 ½- 3 “ catheter or chest decompression kit (ALS).

iii. Chest seal (open chest wound)

c. Military style medic bag – Type and amount of equipment depends upon level of certification and authorization by medical control.  List is for BLS or ALS trained personnel.

i. Sufficient number of 4x4’s & kerlex or Israeli type bandages.

ii. Trauma pads (large & small)

iii.  SAM splints or shaped splinting material.

iv. OPA/NPA’s

v. Chest decompression catheters or kits (ALS)

vi. Chest seal(s)

vii. Stethoscope & BP Cuff

viii. IV equipment (ALS)

ix. 2 – 250 mL NS/LR

x. Combitube, LMA or similar type airway device. (ETT tubes with laryngoscope and other necessary equipment can be used but take up space in bag).

It is recommended if you bring a medic bag do not bring a large ‘trauma’ type bag (such as those carried on an ambulance).  It should be small and have a handle or carrying strap which will make it easier to carry.  

FIRING RANGE

On the last day of the course we will be going to the firing range.  If you have a service weapon or a handgun, assault rifle or shotgun you may bring it to the range.  You will need approximately 50 to 100 rounds of ammo for each weapon.  Bring safety glasses and hearing protection.  You must have a holster for any side arm.

There will be a morning and afternoon safety briefing before the range is utilized.  Participants must adhere to all safety instructions.  Anyone failing to follow any of the safety instructions will be asked to leave the range.

The firing range is located in a very remote area and participants should bring appropriate clothing for the weather, sun screen, bug repellant, snacks, water etc..
