Heart of Texas Regional Advisory Council (HOTRAC) – TSA M
June 25, 2007—Meeting Minutes

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The Pediatric Committee met on June 25, 2007.  The meeting was called to order by Ms. Sherry Baker, Committee Chair, at 6:00pm.  Introductions were done.  Dr. James Ferguson motioned to accept the April 23, 2007 meeting minutes as presented.  Mr. Eldon Taylor seconded the motion; motion passed.
Update from State meetings
GETAC Pediatric Committee - Ms. Polli Williams, GETAC Pediatric Committee member, provided the group with an update.  Ms. Williams informed the group that the State currently has an Emergency Medical Services for Children grant.  This grant came to the State to increase pediatric awareness and treatment in the EMS community.  One of the deliverables requires them to survey pedi issues among EMS and hospitals.  Only a sampling of the State will complete this survey.  Ms. Christine Reeves added that this survey will be made available to Regions that wish to poll their entire membership.  Ms. Williams also informed the group that the recommendation for pedi equipment on EMS trucks is back on the agenda for discussion.  The GETAC Pedi Committee would like to see the list mandated, but at this time it is only recommended.  Ms. Reeves stated that the list may be found on the HOTRAC or DSHS website.
FEMA Region VI Pediatric Disaster Coalition – Ms. Reeves stated that she had not been able to attend the May meeting due to conflicts.  She did tell the group that Ms. Baker had been attending the meetings as well but was also unable to attend in May.  The next meeting will be in July.  Ms. Reeves stated that she would forward the information in case others in the Region wished to attend. 

Status of Progress on Pediatric Objectives Issued by the State
Pediatric Objectives Status Sheet – Ms. Reeves told the group that she had made the appropriate changes as determined at the last meeting.  She stated the she forgot to provide the Status Sheet and AAP/ACEP guidelines at the June General Assembly meeting.  She explained her recent circumstances and stated that she would make sure this objective was accomplished at the August General Assembly meeting.
Child Fatality Review Team (CFRT) – Ms. Reeves stated that she had emailed with the State and that they were supportive of the Regional concept as long as we followed the appropriate guidelines.  Ms. Reeves stated that she is supposed to set up a meeting with the State, McLennan CFRT, and Central Texas CFRT to discuss how to proceed.  In discussions with the State it was brought to Ms. Reeves’ attention that Falls County is being reviewed by the Central Texas CFRT.  She hoped to schedule a meeting before this committee’s next meeting.
Pediatric QI/QA Process – Ms. Reeves provided the group with comments from the Hospital Care & Management and Physicians Advisory Committees.  Some discussion ensued.  During the discussion some confusion on who should be included in the QI process developed.  Ms. Reeves provided the group with the history and that the General Assembly and Board agreed that the Region should QI all pedi patients at the facilities.  Additionally some members thought the QI indicators that were being worked on were for EMS.  More discussion ensued.  Dr. Robert Matlock motioned that each facility should determine the number of patients that would need to be reviewed before any recommendations are made to the Board and General Assembly.  Dr. Cathy Beyer seconded that motion.  For clarification of the motion, Ms. Reeves reviewed the assignment:  Each facility will calculate the total numbers of pediatric admissions, transfers, and deaths for calendar year 2006 and January thru June 2007.  Additionally, the facilities will provide the total numbers of pediatric patients both ED and inpatient for the same time frame.  At the next meeting, the committee will review the numbers and provide a recommendation forward if needed.
Emergency Medical Services for Children (EMS-C) Program
Ms. Reeves stated that she had nothing else regarding this program as it was covered in the GETAC update.

With no further discussion, the meeting adjourned at 7:05pm.  The next meeting is scheduled for July 23, 2007 at 6:00pm at Hillcrest Baptist Medical Center.
